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Abstract

This research is a survey research which focuses on the content of related printed
media in the field of architecture in Thailand from 1994 to 2011. This study comprises of
printed books, texts, academic journals, research reports, graduate thesis, and proceedings.
The contents are analyzed and categorized according to the nature of emphasis, such as
keywords, key person, and the key publishing house; which also related to the overall
picture. Through the review of the contents, structures and objectives of each books, thus
resulted into 13 categories:

1) Contemporary Architecture 2) Architectural History and Theory 3) Conservation
and Heritage Vernacular and Community Architecture 4) Thai Architecture and Arts 5) Energy
and Environment 6) Professional practice 7) Building Technology and Construction
8) Architectural presentation and Computer Aided Design 9) Architectural studies and
research reports10) Translated texts and writings 11) Architectural Photography 12) Architectural
sketches and drawings 13) Architectural Documentary, Tourism and Novel.

In the process, the abstracts of each printed books that reflected the architectural
production in contemporary society are made. From 454 samples of related printed books,
123 of them were reviewed and concluded, which is about 27% of the total. In the end of
the research, these abstracts of books and index of bibliography were made. Therefore this
initial stage of database for the contemporary architecture in Thailand would be useful for
making architectural development in the future.
