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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research are 1) to study the contemporary art markets in
California, New York and Chicago. 2) to develop Thais’ artists to promote their works in
the United States and 3) introduce success factors in the opening of contemporary arts
markets in Thailand and international markets. The researcher reviewed literatures and
interviewed 15 contemporary artists, and art educators in order to indicate the guide
lines and opinions on the development and their creations for the promotion of Thai
contemporary arts toward the United States markets and the collected information
was analyzed. Then, the assessment tool was developed and administrated to the
experts in order to identity themes of creation, compositions, appropriate elements,
and theme of contemporary art based on the art works presented through the website
of 252 art dealers, art galleries with the total of 1,007 pieces of works. Content analysis,
percentage, average scores and frequency were used for the data analysis and then
the results were vilified again by connoisseurship.

The research found that:

1. The study found Art markets in California, New York, and Chicago divided into
3 types D)primarily art markets for the beginner and establishing artists 2) intermediate
markets for emerging artists, and 3) high markets for well established artists. The buyers
can be divided into 3 types 1) private art collectors 2) art dealers 3) museums. Buyers'
decisions depend on 1) purpose of the buyers, 2) history of Artists, 3) pricing, 4) art
dealer, and 5) term of Payment.

2. The contemporary works from artists in the United States classify by the art
copositions, the researcher found that; California, New York, and Chicago artistscreated
their works by using lines, light and shadow, and contrast. Artists in California and
Chicago created their works by using shapes and free forms with illusion of texture on
2 and 3 dimensional surfaces, and majority of works used contrasted-colors. In New
York, The art works emphasized more on organic shapes and forms, surfaces were
highly contrast, harmony in colors. Artists in New York city and Chicago created their
works with more on 2 dimensional spaces, and used more warm color tones, different

from cool color tones in California.



3. The contemporary works from artists in the United States classify by the art
principles, the researcher found that; California, New York, and Chicago artists created
their works on the same directions. They used unity, contrast, continuity, asymmetrical
balance, different in sizes of shapes and proportions, rhythm, repetition, similarity,
harmony, and gradation. Artists in California and in Chicago used nearly the same
principles; continuity and harmony, gradation and direction which were different from
Artists in New York City which used continuity, harmony, and gradation with motion.

4. The contemporary works from artists in the United States classify by theme,
the researcher found that; California, New York, and Chicago artists createdthere works
by using identity, body and scientific and technology.

5. The development of art works from Thais' artists could be done with 7
components; 1) governmentpolicies 2) learning and teaching in art education,
curriculum 3) business/managementd) system and mechanism in marketing5) roles of
all stakeholders in the field of arts, 6) production and art creation processes 7)
connectivity to art venues and promotions through publications.

6. The composition of success factors leading to Thai artists' prolific productions
of creative work of arts: a case study of the contemporary arts in California, New York,
and Chicago, should have 4 components 1) vision of related government agencies 2)
system and mechanism to promote arts which divided in 3 categories; (1) learning and
teaching process, (2) roles of all stakeholders in the field of arts, (3) art activities, and
promotions. 3) systems and structures of arts business which divided in 2 categories; (1)
system of art markets, and (2) structure of art business 4) directions and themes of

contemporary art involve types of creations, elements, principles in the development.
