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Announcement of the Office of Contemporary Art and Culture
Regarding the Policy on Non-Acceptance of Gifts and Gratuities (No Gift Policy)

In accordance with the Organic Law on the Prevention and Suppression
of Corruption, B.E. 2561 (2018), Section 128, it is stipulated that no public official shall accept
any property or benefit, which can be quantified in monetary terms, from any individual
other than those specified by law, rules, or regulations issued by the appropriate authorities.
This includes gifts or benefits not legally prescribed, except for those that may be ethically
accepted in accordance with the guidelines established by the National Anti-Corruption
Commission (NACC), in alignment with the National Reform Plan for the prevention
and suppression of corruption and misconduct (Revised Edition). As part of Activity 4.
"Developing the Thai Bureaucratic System to be Transparent and Free from Improper
Benefits," Goal 1.1 emphasizes that all government agencies shall declare themselves
as entities where government officials are prohibited from accepting any form of gifts
or gratuities related to their duties, thereby adhering to the No Gift Policy.

To promote a culture of integrity and uphold the values of honesty, morality,
and ethics in the execution of duties, free from conflicts of interest, and to prevent
corruption, the Office of Contemporary Art and Culture hereby declares that all government
officials and staff members are strictly prohibited from accepting gifts or gratuities
in any form in connection with their official duties. This policy applies before, during,
and after the execution of official responsibilities. All personnel are required to strictly

adhere to the following guidelines:

1. Officials and staff of the Office of Contemporary Art and Culture are
prohibited from accepting gifts from third parties in connection with the performance of their

duties.

2. Officials and staff of the Office of Contemporary Art and Culture
are not permitted to offer gifts or gratuities to third parties in connection with the

performance of their duties.

3. Officials and staff of the Office of Contemporary Art and Culture
are prohibited from seeking or soliciting any gifts or unlawful benefits.

4. Expressions of congratulations, best wishes, gestures of welcome,
or condolences on various occasions should be made through greeting cards, guestbooks,
condolence cards, or social media, rather than through the exchange of gifts.

5. Officials and staff of the Office of Contemporary Art and Culture are
responsible for informing third parties of this policy.

This announcement is to be observed strictly by all personnel.
